According to J.F. & S. Mitchell - Monumental Inscriptions (pre-1855) in West Lothian, the Church Wynd site 'in 1762 was the only churchyard in the combined parish of Bo'ness and Kinneil; it was divided in two by the high road…; and the inhabitants of the Barony of Kinneil were generally buried in the south or upper part, and the inhabitants of Bo'ness in the north or lower part.' (page 53)

Queensferry was disjoined from Dalmeny parish in 1635

Whitburn was disjoined from Livingston parish in 1731. 
This Cemetery was originally known as Boghead Cemetery, now as Bathgate or Paulville Cemetery.  The Boghead Cemetery listed by Mitchell in his 'Monumental Inscriptions (pre-1855) in West Lothian' is in fact Bathgate Cemetery (see below)

The Mausoleum was in Linlithgow Parish until a boundary change in 1890 or 1891 put it into Ecclesmachan.  It was built for his own use by a Captain Stewart of Binny, consecrated by the Bishop of Edinburgh in 1873, and contained the remains of Captain Stewart and wife.  Now empty.
On the 1st ed. O.S. map (1856) it is marked as the Burying Place of the Blackhall Family.  It is a circular walled structure, with no public access to the interior.
The cemetery was built by Torphichen Parish but is thought of as Armadale Cemetery

A monastic building of the white Carmelites.  Probably used as a Reformed Church for 50 or so years after the Reformation, then as a mausoleum by the Dundas family.  Restored and re-opened as Episcopal Church in 1890

Mausoleum erected by Lady Baillie of Polkemmet in the grounds of the mansion house, for her husband, Sir Robert, the 4th baronet; and her son, Sir Gawaine, the 5th baronet, killed in the first few days of the Great War.  It now stands empty and vandalised.

The church now stands in an arable field - no remains of the graveyard are visible.  The church was in Dalmeny Parish until a boundary change in 1890.

No trace of this church and probably graveyard now exists
There is one grave, marked by a tablestone, with the inscription 'Here lyeth the dust of William Lin right heritor of Linsmiln who died in the year of our Lord 1645'. 
The original churchyard was extended to form a cemetery. 
The original churchyard was extended to form a cemetery.  The original parish church has been demolished and the present church is built on a different site.  There are two mausoleums in the churchyard - one to the Maconachie family of Meadowbank (now Kirknewton House) and one to Dr William Cullen (died 1790) and his son Lord Cullen, judge, died 1810.
