CONDITIONS

The licenceholder shall make satisfactory arrangements for the disposal of litter
outside their premises.

The operation of the premises shall be conducted so as not to cause a noise
nuisance in terms of the Control of Pollution Act, 1974 and, in particular, the
licenceholder shall modulate all amplified music within the premises to the
satisfaction of the Council's Environmental Health Officer.

All cooking odours must be ducted to above eaves level so that no nuisance is
caused to adjoining proprietors.

The licenceholder shall comply with the requirements of the Health and Safety at
Work Etc. Act, 1974 and all other relevant legislation.

The licenceholder shall comply with the Food Hygiene (Scotland) Regulations.

All requirements of the Scottish Fire & Rescue Service relating to fire precautions
and safety shall be carried out and maintained and, in particular, the licenceholder
shall ensure that there are adequate and suitable means for fighting fire and that the
means of escape from the premises are kept free from obstructions at all times.

This licence is non-transferable. It applies only to the original applicant.

Any Fire Officer, Police Constable or authorised Officer of the Council shall be
permitted free access to the premises at all times.
