
New ways to buy a home if you’re over 60

Many people over the age of 60 own homes which are not suited 
to their needs and want to buy a new one, rather than move into 
sheltered or other rented housing. Link and the Scottish 
Government can provide funding to support the purchase of a 
home for over 60's who need to move for support, health or family 
reasons. Ann Crombie, a LIFT scheme customer, recently 
downsized to a more manageable property that, without the help 
of the scheme, would have been unaffordable. She said "I've 
been telling all my friends about the scheme, how easy it 

was and all the good help I received from your office when I 
needed help”.  There are different schemes for houses for sale 
on the open market and for new builds. Eligibility criteria apply.
