AND AMENITY VALUE AND CONTRIBUTE TO THE SETTING OF THE LISTED 

BUILDINGS AND QUALITY OF THE ENVIRONMENT IN THE AREA TO A 
SIGNIFICANT EXTENT. RETENTION OF THE TREES IS REQUIRED TO 

PROTECT THESE ESTABLISHED TREES AT THIS PROMINENT LOCATION IN
